vehicle(s) identified by Parks staff as belonging to league player(s) which are 
parked beyond the split rail fence (with the exception of umpires) will result in 
the following: 

 
First offense: Game forfeiture for that player(s) team 
Second offense: Expulsion from the league for the player(s) in violation
